Inclusive church

I support the development of 

an appropriate, realistic and sensitive approach to both those who make minor mistakes and those 

who cross the line of acceptable professional conduct.  This must not preclude care for those who 

are victims and the vulnerable. 

 

Retired clergy 

I have witnessed the church’s failure to care adequately for some retired clergy causing both 

physical and mental distress.  I want to encourage a reassessment of the Pensions Board’s criteria to 

be more flexible to offer appropriate pastoral care in addition to the preservation of financial assets.
